MANAGING GROWTH

The Town of Oakville continues to manage growth in
Oakville to support complete communities with the
needed infrastructure and greenspace. Oakuville's plan
directs denser growth to nodes and corridors like the
GO station, the Dundas/Trafalgar Uptown Core area,
the Trafalgar Road corridor as well as to the lands north
of Dundas. Allowing higher density development in
these areas protects existing neighbourhoods from
unexpected development applications, reduces demand
to urbanize further agricultural land and tends to
produce more affordable housing options.

Due to provincial changes, Halton Region will be
transitioning out of planning growth at the
regional level.

PROTECTING NATURE

Our local greenspace and trails continue to be
appreciated by growing numbers of residents. \We
continue to actively protect our local creeks and
natural lands.

BUILDING AND RENEWING INFRASTRUCTURE

Council continues to build and maintain
infrastructure that improves the livability of our
communities. In addition to road improvements, we
are also improving walking, cycling and public transit
infrastructure.

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Pledge for Housing

The Province has identified a target of building 1.5 million new homes in
Ontario by 2032. Oakville, along with 28 other municipalities, was
assigned a new housing target to contribute to the overall amount.
Oakuville's share is 33,000 new housing units over the next ten years and
the provincial government asked the municipality to offer its pledge to
deliver those units. The housing pledges are intended to be non-binding,
public documents.

The Town of Oakville agrees that there is a crisis of housing affordability
among all housing classes; and the town is committed to facilitating the
delivery of its share of new housing. Directing new housing in Oakville
will be in accordance with the Official Plan and its urban structure.

Oakville has advanced a number of initiatives including improving the
development review process and advancing land use policies to accom-
modate the provincially-mandated housing target. To further support
housing will require on-going co-ordination with Halton Region to deliver
the necessary infrastructure. It is not solely the responsibility of public
agencies to deliver the housing though as the development industry is
an important partner in helping to meet the province’s housing target.

Province Reduces Town
Development Revenue

On October 25, 2022, the province introduced Bill 23: More Homes
Built Faster: Ontario’s Housing Supply Action Plan 2022-2023 in support
of its commitment to build 1.5 million new homes over the next 10
years. The Bill amends various statutes including the Planning Act.

Housing construction in Oakville is a partnership that includes several
public agencies, provincial ministries, the development industry and
other stakeholders. This co-ordination ensures there is sufficient
direction, oversight and funding to deliver infrastructure to support
development.

Bill 23 has the potential to negatively affect this relationship by
downloading environmental responsibilities to the Town, removing
some site plan controls, removing land use planning responsibility from
Halton Region, limiting how much parkland can be conveyed to the
Town through the development process, compromising the
preservation of cultural heritage resources, and requiring municipalities
to pay for the cost of new infrastructure which was previously paid for
by the development industry.

¢ |roquois Ridge Community Centre will undergo renovations on its
pool and lobby later this year including upgrades to the pool heating
ventilation and air conditioning (HVAC) system to improve air
circulation and energy efficiency. On the pool deck, improved
accessibility features will include updated pool tiles and a new
accessible lift for leisure pool access. In the lobby, the customer service
counter will be updated with improved accessibility features and a
fresh new look. Construction will begin in later 2023 and carry into
2024. Service disruptions notices will be provided in advance.

Over the next few months, Parks and Open Space will be undertaking
park planning and enhancements at several Ward 6 locations.

Work will be completed in the near future on a new full basketball
court. This court is a replacement of a basketball court that was
previously at Valleybrook Park. Basketball continues to be very popular
with youth and we are looking forward to it opening this summer.
Also at Glenashton Park, the tennis courts will be resurfaced this year.
Based on public feedback, 2 dedicated pickleball courts will replace
one of the tennis courts. Work on the tennis courts is scheduled for
late summer/early fall.

Earlier this year, Council approved the addition of walkway lighting
and winter control maintenance on the main pathway in the park.
The lighting design has been completed and installation is scheduled
for late summer/early fall. The asphalt pathway will be plowed,
sand/salted throughout the winter. With more residents walking, we
are pleased to provide this year-round walking connection through
Holton Heights for the local community.

Morrison Creek Trail is a favoured trail for Ward 6 residents. The stairs
connecting the trail to Lambeth Road are at the end of their life cycle
and a stair replacement design is underway. The stairs are part of a
larger town-wide bridge/stair replacement program and the Lambeth
stairs are scheduled for late 2023 or early 2024.

In 2022, the Town acquired land on Riverstone Drive from Halton
Region for future parkland. Currently, the grass is being mowed and
the park kept clean. Parks and Open Space staff will be undertaking
public consultation this year on the design of the future park and
facilities to be provided. We look forward to consulting with the local
community on this new neighbourhood park. Public consultation will
occur over the next 2-3 months.
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Learn about Oakville’s history

Youth and Seniors ride Oakville Transit free

Effective May 1, 2023 Oakville Transit is fare-free for youth 13-19
and seniors 65+. Customers who wish to take advantage of free
transit must travel with a valid PRESTO card and tap on when
boarding the bus. This helps Oakville Transit track ridership numbers.
The data is used to help inform future services and improvements.

Free transit for youth and seniors was approved by Council as a
key investment in the town’s 2023 budget. This Oakville Transit
service applies to all routes and services, seven days a week including
conventional fixed routes, school special routes, care-A-van, Home-
to-Hub and Ride On-Demand.

As of May 1, when youth or seniors tap on board with a PRESTO
card, the trip is recorded as a $0.00 fare. No fare is charged to the
PRESTO card. Customers transferring to other transit agencies are
encouraged to confirm fares with those agencies.

PRESTO cards can be purchased anytime for a one-time fee of $6
at local Shoppers Drug Mart locations, the Oakville GO station,
Oakville Transit and Town Hall.

Improving Traffic Safety

PEDESTRIAN CROSSOVER (PXO) INSTALLATIONS

e Roundabout at Arrowhead Rd. & Pinery Cr/Meadowridge Dr. —all approaches
e Roundabout at North Ridge Trail & Kestell Boulevard — all approaches
e Golden Briar Trail and Briarhall Gate

COMMUNITY SAFETY ZONES

In 2022, fourteen road sections were assessed for designating as

community safety zones. The following five road segments met the

assessment criteria, and community safety zone signs are being

installed by the end of June 2023.

¢ North Ridge Trail from Glenashton Drive to Postridge Drive

e White Oaks Boulevard (northerly section) from Marlborough Court
to Trafalgar Road

e Grand Boulevard from Eighth Line to Glenashton Drive
e Grosvenor Street from Upper Middle Road to Glenashton Drive
e Pinery Crescent from Arrowhead Road to Rockingham Drive

AUTOMATED SPEED ENFORCEMENT (ASE)
As part of our Neighbourhood Traffic Safety Program, the Town is in the
process of launching an Automated Speed Enforcement (ASE) Program
following provincial rules. This program includes the installation of 14
ASE cameras (two in each ward) that will be installed in Community
Safety Zones. The mobile cameras will change locations every 4 months
on a rotational basis. Two ASE cameras will be installed in Ward 6. These
cameras will be rotated among six Community Safety Zones.

Town staff is working with the Province to meet the ASE program
requirements and sign agreements to be able to operate the ASE
program and expects to launch the program by the fall of 2023.
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Oakville Meals on Wheels has been driving care into the Oakville
community for 46 years. Anyone who needs a hot, nutritious meal is
eligible. The service is personalized and meals are delivered by a team of
dedicated volunteers who include an informal wellness check with every
meal delivery to ensure clients are healthy, safe and thriving while
continuing to live independently.

Both hot and frozen meal options are available. Oakville Meals on
Wheels is almost entirely community funded, so please consider donating
to this local cause.

In October 2023, Halton Region will be starting a Wheeled Cart Waste
Collection Demonstration Project for the collection of recyclable
material and garbage. Eight areas across the region including some
households in Oakville’s Ward 6 have been selected to try the new
wheeled carts for a period of one year.

A wheeled cart is a two-wheel durable, plastic, lidded container
suitable for curbside automated waste and recycling collection.
Households in the demonstration areas will receive two wheeled carts
- one for recyclable material and one for garbage.

The demonstration project will help determine the effectiveness of
an automated wheeled-cart collection program. Earlier this month,
selected households were notified of their participation beginning this
fall. Participants will be able to try the new carts and provide feedback
to the Region. Halton will assess the benefits and challenges of using
the carts and consider the impacts on waste generation, waste
diversion, and litter reduction.

In 2021, Halton gathered input from residents about the potential
curbside collection of recycling and garbage using wheeled carts.
Residents provided mixed feedback. Those in favour cited litter reduction
and ease of use as key benefits; those opposed expressed concerns about
cart size, storage and handling. As a result, the Region wants to give
residents the opportunity to try the new carts for a period of one year,
starting in the fall.

The project involves about 1,850 single-family residential households
in urban and rural areas of Halton, including households with small lots
and recently built subdivisions. One of the eight selected demonstration
areas is a neighbourhood in Ward 6 (see map).

The wheeled carts will be delivered to the selected households in
September 2023. Halton will monitor the project and review feedback
from residents for one year. The findings will be reported to Halton
Regional Council in 2024 along with recommended next steps based
on the results.

There will be an information kit shared with participating households,
in addition to surveys and public information centres in the fall. To learn
more about Halton Region’s recycling and waste programs, visit
halton.ca/waste.
