"l call upon these persons here present to witness that I, do take you,
to be my lawful wedded (wife/husband/partner)"

PRONOUNCEMENT

I, , by virtue of the powers vested in me by the Ontario Marriage Act, do
hereby pronounce you and

CEREMONY CONCLUSION
