Once Midtown Strategy projects are
complete, staff anticipate an Official
Plan Amendment will be required to
update various schedules in the Livable
Oakville Plan. Corresponding policy
amendments may also be required to re-
flect changes recommended in the Park-
ing Strategy and Mobility Hub Study
work being undertaken in tandem with
the Class Environmental Assessment.

In the interim, staff are recommending
two transition zones — Midtown Transi-
tional Commercial (MTC) and Midtown
Transitional Employment (MTE) — apply
that freeze building envelopes to those
legally existing February 25, 2014. New
buildings and structures would require a
planning application, allowing Council
to review a proposal and establish con-
formity with the Livable Oakville Plan
(in particular, the acquisition of future
roads required in Midtown Oakville). A
limited range of additional uses are per-
mitted that conform to the uses permitted
in the Livable Oakville Plan to allow for
the continued use of existing buildings
should vacancies emerge.

Staff anticipate Midtown Strategy work
to be complete later in 2015. Imple-
menting zoning for Midtown Oakville
would be introduced through a separate
process, including a dedicated statutory
public meeting for the Official Plan and
Zoning By-law Amendments.
